· CCIP trainers received word on July 6 that APTA has canceled all in person courses for the remainder of 2020.  Here is the message that was distributed to trainers:

 
After much consideration, APTA has determined it is necessary to suspend several APTA-sponsored activities through the remainder of the year due to health concerns related to the COVID-19 pandemic. This includes any in-person CCIP courses.
 
This decision was not an easy one. The association fully appreciates the value this clinical instructor training contributes to the physical therapy profession. However, as an association dedicated to improving societal health, the safety of our trainers and registered participants must be the top consideration.
 
APTA is supporting efforts currently underway to offer the CCIP Level 1 course through a virtual platform. Program staff are coordinating the necessary logistical efforts and training that will be required to move this alternative model forward. Updates will be provided on these efforts in the coming months. We are hopeful we could have at least limited offerings available by Q4 of this year.
