· Update and discussion on Exxat for IACCC

· Successes and challenges
· Kelly Prescher can e-mail group on how to run a school-specific reports, but process was long and not very concise, and seems inaccurate (multiple errors) – wrong school, missing info (need a double check process on Exxat end); hard copy submission seem to be most problematic; many (maybe 50%) of slots do not have settings/type listed. 

· Theresa suggested that the instructions could be posted somewhere on Exxat website for easy access

· Carol Appleton suggest that a one-click option to run reports for schools would be best; or some simplified version

· Some staff members are incorrect (Director of PT instead of actual SCCE); need to update to SCCE for accuracy;  Example:  Sharp

· Nour & Dorcas reported that easiest/best way to run reports was to export to Excel file 

· Question: Several spots are open for bidding.  How will bidding process work or look like?  

· Michael responded:  First year = normal ping pong ball process; Second Round (year) will work with Exxat to build a randomization software process

· Dorcas suggested that we send out a survey to affiliates for suggestions on Platform improvements

· Went through screen shot of how to run report
· Will place instructions on dashboard
· Schools who need more individualized help with navigating website and reports can contact Exxat support team for help at IACCC@exxat.com 
· Will implement a double check process to catch errors or missing settings, and also upload actual paper for to website for DCE review & confirmation
· Need to update/review “Staff” field for SCCE.  List will be sent to Val, group to review and give updates to Ramya to update that field

· Group agreed to leave “as-is” and continue with current practice of using SPT/SPT
