· PTA Information regarding supervision, co-signing and other issue to IACCC Website – Christine Balderas
· Thank you to Christine Balderas for putting together power point presentation
· Group received copy for review
· Discussion
· Some insurance payors may not pay for PTA services 
· In general, we as schools, can provide info based on our understanding of the law; but we need to encourage clinic directors and CCCE’s to look up legal documents on their own and consult with their legal counsel or insurance payors to verify needs/requirements for their particular facility
· Co-Signature for PTA students 

· PT Regs (1398.52) -  CI can sign daily notes; Supervising PT must do weekly case conference note, stating that they have discussed patient with CI/PTA Student

· Title 22:  Co-sign for SNF & Acute for PTAs may be required daily
· PT Aide Documentation:  PT must provide treatment on same day and complete documentation
· IACCC Slot Database & Date Change Task Force Update 

· Task Force Team Members: Michael Simpson, Carol Appleton, Jim Matthews, Sheryl Low
· Looking for a centralized on-line system where IACCC can house slots and receive commitments, and 

  where schools can print reports, receive updates regarding slot commitments, and bid for open slots
· Looking at $30-40K to develop and build a system – IACCC does have the funds to get this initial process

  completed if the group agrees to move forward with such a thing
· Looking to get bids from Programming companies – both build cost and maintenance cost
· Start with EXXAT Group

· This would be a separate sign on than Individual School Exxat Student Placement System

· Other Ideas for Companies who might want to bid?
· Christine Balderas – Tina’ husband may be interested in bidding on this software build
· There would likely be a yearly maintenance fee per school (estimated at $500-$1000)

· May need to hire a person to maintain website and respond to any needs (10-15 hours per  month); this cost would also be shared by IACCC schools
· Next Steps:   

· Task Force to develop more detailed plan for what we would be looking for in a website build for
  IACCC and bring back to larger group

· Look for companies who may want to bid on this project
· San Diego Consortium

· For San Diego Schools – Scripps, Sharp & Kaiser participate  in this consortium and require schools to go 

  this process
· Sharp does still participate with IACCC, but also part of the SD Consortium

· Process cannot be avoided or circumvented at this time

New Business
· Follow up from the IACCC/CEF meeting  - See standing updates for details
· Scholarship Follow-Up and 2017 Essay Topic Ideas

· Group Consensus is to use “Qualities & Characteristics of good Clinical Mentor” for 2017
· Scholarship Committee will update question to shorten it, add “clinical experience” and make other changes per group suggestions; will bring back to group for approval
· Scholarship amounts for 2017: $2500 for PT; $1500 for PTA

· Common Clinical Education Language 
· During Clinical Education Summit, suggestion was made that uniform terms be used
· ACAPT and National Consortium for Clinical Education (subgroup of ACAPT) mandated that  “Clinical Experience”  be used as standard term for all rotations, internships, affiliations, etc
· IACCC to adopt “Clinical Experience” for all future forms, documents, and communications
· Suggested Uniform Slot Request Forms for IACCC
· Are people using this?
· Clinical Instructor Course Scheduling
·  Looking for some IACCC schools to host CI Training courses on a regular yearly basis
· Loma Linda – January
· Cerritos College – late February
· Would love volunteers from other IACCC schools: e-mail with Karen Campos at USC if you are interested
· Student Health Records Questions
· Students who are positive for Hep B – what do we do?
· Students sign FERPA disclosure
· Inform clinic and allow them to decide whether they will/will not accept student
· Make sure student understands universal precautions and follows 
· Tri-City, Scripps & Kaiser SD
· No longer renewing contracts with “Northern Schools” outside of San Diego per Janet’s conversation
· Other schools also having trouble with legal, consortium, and education departments at these sites
· We need to follow-up with them via IACCC
· Christine Balderas will follow up with San Diego consortium regarding a meeting

· DCEs: Ask CCCE’s who are making decisions within their organization regarding PT/PTA Student clinical experiences

· IACCC to formulate a letter to those in leadership
