New Business
· Introductions of IACCC Members

· Integrated Clinical Experiences for DPT Programs:  Thoughts on Logistics/requirements, etc
· CAPTE definition is unclear – is it mandatory?
· It seems this IS now a requirement for Accreditation for each program

· Integrated experiences can be outside of the DCE duties and more part of a particular class; in this case, the Professor of record would be the one organizing the experience and student details

· Check with your own school and legal department to see if you need a service learning agreement or need the integrated clinical experiences to be linked directly to a course and syllabus; each school admin may have different rules or standards
· How do people evaluation these experiences?

· Some schools have a 1-2 page report with 10 or so objectives that they have 

· Some use CIET tool (embedded in Exxat)

· Can create your own short tool for evaluating student performance

· APTA has eliminated the CPI Training Requirement for Students and CIs

· Questions about how this will work…may revisit at a future meeting if needed
· Review of Exxat for slot divisions—successes & challenges, planning for 2019, managing givebacks for 2019
· Discussed that details and knowledge of what to ask for Ramnia is more difficult since she does not have detailed knowledge of our processs

· Janet asked about a date stamp for slots that come in or are removed

· There is a column of “last activity” -  Date inserted & date updated

· Carol asked about extra slots received…. Please send to iaccc@exxat.com 

· Can send all changes or problems to this e-mail which will alert exxat staff as well as IACCC implementation team committee 

· Current givebacks for 2018 still go to Carol Appleton

· Givebacks for 2019 go to Exxat, BUT may need an IACCC point person to be point person first?  
· Possibly use Google Doc format with lottery function first then point person report to Exxat

· Easiest  way to sort is to download Excel files right now

· Would be good to decide as a group which report is most important and which columns are key, then Exxat can create a “button” to generate. 
· Dorcas – report generation and  accuracy of spots confirmed has been an issue

· Might want to consider renaming Rotation sites for easier searching

· We can add more functionality to the build (ie – version 2.0) but will likely be a higher cost for IACCC and thus for each individual school
· Exxat Rep Meeting with Ramya
· Some sites have said that the link they received is no longer active

· This is an issue only if using Internet Explorer – sites need to use Safari, Chrome or Firefox
· Need a banner stating this at top of Exxat Webpage …. This CAN be added, per Ramya
· Discussed Givebacks
· Can move the lot to “OPEN” which notifies all schools via e-mail that there is a slot available

· Can then create an “express interest” button for schools to click and then randomize the selection via automated system

· Once we come up with an internal IACCC process, Exxat can build an electronic process

· Corrina suggested that maybe we keep our in-person and ping-pong ball approach

· One-Click button to generate a report IS do-able, just need SPECIFICS for what the group needs

· Stats

· Received 417 slots from paper forms 

· 823 slots total received for 2019 

· Approximately 50% were via paper; 50% via Exxat electronic process

· Response Rate Overall:  Missed this stat… sorry!
· March & April mailings (via e-mail went out) from Exxat

· Ramya stated that the expectation was NOT that Exxat would call no-response sites 

· Reviewed functionality and questions for group via overhead presentation
· Committee volunteers—review of committees and responsibilities, assignments

· Reviewed all the Committees and responsibilities and new members volunteered (see above)

· Would be nice to add private practices in addition to hospitals and larger corps
· Maybe try skype or other on-line meetings

· Maybe go quarterly in-person and fill in with on-line as needed
